Allows Director of Department of Consumer and Business Services to set civil penalties for violations of state 
occupational health and safety statutes, not to exceed maximum penalties or fall below certain minimum penalties 
under federal Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970. 

Increases from $250,000 to $1 million maximum amount credited to Workers' Memorial Scholarship Account from 
civil penalties recovered for violations of occupational health and safety standards. 

Makes permanent Commissioner of Bureau of Labor and Industries' discretion to prepare formal charges and pursue 
certain matters in court.
