In the state of Oregon, ordinary passenger vehicle registration currently costs $86 every two years. House Bill 2149
allows former prisoners of war (POWSs) to pay a one-time $15 vehicle registration fee, and relieves POWs who paid
the previous fee, from the obligation to renew.
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
