and
e We will re-invest the proceeds from the emissions market to deploy new technologies and to
ensure that people who are affected the most by price increases related to the program and
who are unable to avoid those increases by consuming less will receive some kind of assistance
so that they do not bear an unfair share of the burden while we transform ourselves to a low-
carbon infrastructure and economy.
