It’s Your Tax Credit. Use it or Lose it.

Building a political party is expensive and time-consuming.
As a party that seeks to restore citizen control to the Leg-
islature, we are at a constant disadvantage against the big
money interests that control the two big parties. We are de-
pendent on small donor contributions from our members.

Fortunately, thanks to Oregon’s political tax credit, you can
support our efforts at no cost to you.

Oregon allows you to subtract donations to political cam-
paigns from your state taxes - up to $50 for individuals, or

$100 for couples filing jointly. If you owe taxes, you can
subtract your contribution from what you owe. If the state
owes you a refund, they will add it to your refund check.

This is a tax credit, not a deduction, so every dollar comes
back to you!

You can’t use this credit for charities. It can be used only
when you contribute to a candidate, political committee or
political party like the Independent Party of Oregon.

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OREGON’S ROADMAP TO REFORM

Reduce undue influence of special interests
over Oregon state government

Oregon is one of only six states with no limits of any kind
on campaign contributions. The result is a political sys-
tem that puts powerful special interests above the public
interest. No wonder the highly respected State Integrity
Project of the Center for Public Integrity gave Oregon’s
government an “F” on overall accountability and trans-
parency, and an “F” on political finance, public access to
information, ethics enforcement, lobbying disclosure,
and executive accountability. We are working to put an
amendment to the Oregon Constitution on the ballot

to allow the contribution limits and disclosure require-
ments already passed by Oregon voters to take effect.
The Democrats and Republicans will not even do that.
They reject all campaign finance limits.

Strengthen vocational training & higher
education

For decades, Oregon has decreased its investment in vo-
cational training at the high school level and in state col-
leges and universities. The result is a “double whammy”:
students who want to go to college are being priced out
of attending Oregon schools, and students not going to
college lack training in the skills they need for careers in
technical trades that can provide a path into the middle
class. The Independent Party supports legislation to in-
crease funding for vocational training and make college
more affordable.

Grow small business & expand larger
businesses in a way that benefits the public

Every year, the state spends hundreds of millions of dol-
lars on tax breaks for large businesses in the name of eco-
nomic development. However, Oregon has no method to
determine whether those subsidies are needed or effec-
tive or whether the large businesses are living up to their
obligations. These taxpayer subsidies often have no eco-
nomic benefit--just payofts to powerful political donors.

Limit growth in state spending

Oregon’s largest public employee unions are circulating

a ballot measure to raise taxes in Oregon by $2.5 billion
every year-- a nearly 30% increase in the state general
fund budget. As much as half of that money will go to-
wards increasing the salary and benefits of existing state
employees, which comprises 85% of the total cost of state
government. The cost of these benefits are poised to grow
by an additional $2.6 billion in the next two years. Nei-
ther the Democrats nor Republicans have been willing to
control the costs of state government.

Increase transparency in government

The Independent Party has introduced a series of com-

mon sense reforms to:

- increase transparency, including requiring campaigns
to disclose their top donors in political advertisements.

- eliminate $4.5 million in taxpayer funding for partisan
activity at the Oregon Legislature.

- increase the state’s political tax credit to account for
inflation.

- close the revolving door between the Legislature and
state agencies into the businesses and unions they
regulate or negotiate with.

Protect Oregon consumers

Oregonians currently have little representation with re-
spect to protecting ordinary people from unfair business
practices of large corporations. The result is policy that
puts the interests of banks, insurance companies, private
utilities, and big government agencies above the interests
of Oregonians. One example: the Oregon Insurance Di-
vision this year forced some medical care providers, in-
cluding Kaiser, to increase their premiums, even though
some of the providers wanted to decrease them. The
Independent Party and its officers have worked to protect
consumers from unjust rate increases by private utilities
and bring insurance companies under the Oregon Unfair
Trade Practices Act.

Why non-atfiliated voters should register Independent

A growing number of voters in Oregon and nationwide feel
they are not well represented by the Republican and Demo-
cratic Parties. It’s no wonder. A recent Pew Research Poll
found that the partisan bases of each party have moved their
parties further to their extreme camps while both continue to
do the bidding of their respective big money donors.

Moderate and independent minded voters have responded by
disaffiliating from both major parties. But being a non affili-
ated voter (NAV) may not help for voters who want change.

Feels Good. Bad result

It may feel like one is proclaiming their independence by

not affiliating with a political party. But that “independence”
comes at a price. Not because its bad to be independent,
but because Oregon’s election laws are rigged to protect the
power of the Democratic and Republican Parties.

First consider our election systems: Between closed prima-
ries, gerrymandering, first-past-the-post elections, it is clear
that our election laws are rigged so the Republicans and
Democrats dominate. In some districts as few as 8% of the
voters effectively elect their State Representatives because
of safe gerrymandered districts and the shrinking size of the
dominant party.

The result? Non affiliated voters have virtually no influence in
90% of Oregon districts where there is no legitimate competi-
tion. So, Democrats and Republicans don’t care what non-af-
filiated voters think. If you’re a Republican living in Portland,
or a Democrat living in Medford, you know how it feels.

The Path to Independent Power

In 2007 a new political party in Oregon emerged. The Inde-
pendent Party of Oregon has grown to over 105,000 mem-
bers making up more than 5% of all voters and has very
quickly become the third largest political party in Oregon. It
reached major party status in February, 2015 so its candidates
will appear on the May Primary ballot alongside Republican
and Democratic candidates. This is a huge deal. It really is.
And the Democrats and Republicans know it. (if you don’t
believe that, read some of the comments on every article the
Oregonian has about the IPO)

Upon acquiring major party status the first action party lead-
ers took was to open its primary to all Non Affiliated Voters.
The 2016 primary was the first time in a long time that all of
Oregon’s independent voters (Both big “I” and small “I”) were
allowed to vote in the taxpayer paid for primary election.

And that is how small “I” independent voters will influence
Oregon politics. By joining the IPO to ensure it retains major
party status so it can continue to be a platform for indepen-
dent candidates in the May primary. By participating in the
IPO elections and actions at the legislature, by voting and
encouraging civic minded independents and even moderate
Democrats and Republicans in gerrymandered districts, to run
for office as independents.

Non-affiliated voters: Make your voice heard. Back the op-
portunity to express yourself through your vote as a member
of the Independent Party.

Require Oregon DEQ to take stronger actions to
protect air quality from industrial emissions.

Adopt diesel engine standards like those in Wash-
ington and California, so that very old diesel trucks
cannot continue to operate only in Oregon.

Increase the excise tax on e-cigarettes (“vaping”)
from zero to the same level as applies to tobacco
cigarettes.

Remove the exemption for insurance companies
from the Oregon Unlawful Trade Practices Act.

Require that food with genetically modified (GMO)
ingredients be labeled as such.

Revamp its land use laws to allow more develop-
ment.
