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Let’s put this in perspective…

RVTD’s “what if” rings up to a roughly $3 million per 

year. In 2014 the State of Oregon put roughly $8.24 per 

person toward transit. If the State put an additional 

$100 million toward transit every year, it would be 

spending $32.88- enough to put us in the top 25%.
