How did this happen? 

 In simple terms, the  Depart-

ment of Education allowed the 

FRCS expansion without fully 

evaluating the impact to OSD. 

 

What does this mean to OHS 

staff and students? 

 If the  FRCS expansion con-

tinues, it will mean that OSD 

will have to make cuts To pro-

grams and staff. These cuts 

will  primarily come from 

OHS, but may impact other 

district staff and programs. 

 

What can we do to help? 

 Assure people that OHS will 

welcome FRCS students as 

we always have and that we 

have awesome programs and 

staff. 

 Help educate parents and the 

community. 

 Encourage district staff and 

the school board to stay the 

course in challenging the deci-

sion made at the state level.
