HB 2858 is a bill that provides for agency action and a personal cause of action in court by
persons who are allegedly aggrieved in settlement negotiations with insurers for actions that have
occurred or may occur in the future. There are no definitions of prohibited conduct, nor
definitions as to what might constitute actions that may occur in the future. There is no defined
burden of proof. Therefore, the bill is unconstitutionally vague. It should not be passed as
constructed.
