Appropriates $20,000 from the General Fund to the Oregon Business Development Department for support of the
Reedsport Public Library. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

BACKGROUND:

The Reedsport Public Library is one of ten branch libraries within the Douglas County Library System, which was
created in 1955. Centered around the Douglas County Central Library in Roseburg, the system operates through a
partnership between Douglas County, which supplies the staff, collection and computer network to the cities, which
own and maintain the library facilities themselves. Besides Reedsport, branch libraries are located in Canyonville,
Drain, Glendale, Myrtle Creek, Oakland, Riddle, Sutherlin, Winston and Yoncalla.
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
