The Problem 
Oregon’s environmental protection agency does not collect detailed air and water pollution emissions 
data. They also don’t share the data with the public. The Community Toxics Reporting Act fills this gap. The 
bill creates opportunities for governments and people to know what pollution going into their air and 
water. Communities and public officials need this data to understand the location and risk levels of toxic 
chemicals that damage human health and the environment. 

The Solution 
Beyond Toxics and major clean air advocates in Oregon worked to demonstrate that it is critical to adopt 
the Community Toxics Reporting Act. Oregon legislators have created 2 versions of the bill: HB 
2669(sponsored by Representative Nosse and Senator Taylor) and SB 995 (sponsored by Senators Riley and 
Gelser) BOTH implement toxics reporting programs. The two bills are similar, but have a few important 
differences.
