BACKGROUND:
In 2015, the Legislative Assembly adopted a privilege protecting certain communications and records related to
victim services. The privilege described in ORS 40.264 applies to safety planning, counseling, support and advocacy
services provided to victims of domestic violence, sexual assault or stalking, when those services are administered by
certain entities that receive governmental funding. Senate Bill 826 includes within the scope of the privilege
programs that are administered by a tribal government that offers these same services.
