Prohibits peace officer from using deceit, trickery, artifice or any other misleading interrogation technique during
interview of youth in connection with act that, if committed by adult, would constitute a crime.

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:
-1  Replaces measure. Prohibits peace officer from using deceit, trickery or artifice, or promising leniency or any other
benefit, during interview of a minor in connection with investigation of a crime or act that, if committed by adult,
would constitute a crime. Inculpatory statements derived from violation of this provision is involuntarily made.
