LFO Recommendation:

The Legislative Fiscal Office (LFO) recommends approval of the higher targets for KPM 3, 5 and 6; however, the proposed language adjustment to KPM 6 (changing response selection from "excellent, good, fair, and
poor” to "excellent, above average, average and below average") should be denied because this KPM is used statewide for all agencies and making an exception would create inconsistencies in statewide data
reporting. LFO also recommends approval of the new KPM # 8, 9, and 10.
