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Measure Description:  
Permits city to issue citation for speeding using red light camera in conjunction with other technology 
that is capable of measuring speed. 
 

Revenue Impact (in $Millions):  
 
This measure is likely to generate revenues to the Criminal Fine account and the General Fund. Thus, 
it is recommended that it will be referred to the committee on Revenue for further analysis. 
 

Impact Explanation:  
 
ORS 153.633 Distributes $60 of any fine to the state for any citation or criminal action in a circuit court 
in which a fine is imposed. It also distributes $45 when any citation or criminal action in a justice or 
municipal court in which a fine is imposed. The amounts go to the Department of Revenue for deposit 
in the Criminal Fine Account. 
 
Moreover, If the citation is in a circuit court, ORS 153.640 sends One-half of the amount of any 
payment to the state Criminal Fine Account. 
 
 
The number of cities that will utilize the photo-radar is not yet known, and a more detailed work needs 
to be done to determine the revenue impact of this measure.
