While | have been told that
domestic water usages will not be affected by these bills | am not convinced. Rather | believe state agencies
will over time use the data to regulate my water usage.

In House Bill 2705 Section 2 (1) it reads, “The Legislative Assembly finds and declares that:

(a) Water use data is a fundamental tool to ensure efficient management, ensure effective water
distribution and help plan for future water needs.

My well is on my property and | am the best judge of my own water usage and not some state bureaucrat.



House Bill 2706 imposes an annual management fee. | paid for the cost of digging my well. | pay for the
maintenance of my water system. | pay for the cost of electricity. | do not want to pay more money to
enlarge yet another state bureaucracy.

House Bill 2707 appropriates moneys from the General Fund to the Water Resource Department in order to
expand its authority over citizen’s water usage. | keep reading that the state government has a budget
shortfall of $1.6 billion. Yet this bill would expend money creating a bigger and more expensive state
bureaucracy. Shouldn’t the Legislature be looking at cutting expenses instead of increasing spending?

Over the years | have witnessed the expanding overreach of state government into just about every facet of
citizen’s lives. Often times bills that at first glance seem insignificant, end up being just another way for state
government to expand its control over citizen’s private lives. These three bills, HB 2705, HB 2706 and HB
