| am writing you today in opposition to HB 2664 and related amendments. HB 2664 would set up an
entirely new system of health care delivery in our state and has not had the proper process address
issues around patient safety, need-based analysis, and potential detrimental effects on the health care
system. Especially in Josephine County where Asante Three Rivers Medical Center serves as the sole
provider Hospital and one of the largest employers in the County. I’'m concerned about the devastating
effects this bill would have on our organization and our ability to provide services to the residents of
Josephine County.

All hospitals have not been part of this bill's development and thus cannot support it. While changes
have been made to the current bill they do not go far enough to ensure clarity around the policy merits
of this new model in the interest of patient safety and health delivery stability.

Instead of passing this bill, | urge you to align with the Oregon Association of Hospital and Health
Systems' proposal to create a process, led by the Legislative Research Office and the Oregon Health
Authority, which would lead to a fully-vetted and universally-supported bill for the 2018 Legislative
Session; a process that has not previously occurred.

In these uncertain times in health care, we must act very carefully and ensure that any changes
reinforce our system and do not lead to unintended consequences.
