(CTS)

= Statutory Requirement: directed OLCC to develop an inventory
tracking system to ensure that taxes are collected and inventory
does not migrate from or into the illegal market

— Supplements limited staffing resources by reporting on discrepancies and
providing notice of potential tracking issues

— Designed to allow for more effective audits and satisfy federal guidelines
— Every plant is tracked via code from seedling to final sale to consumer
— Allows for product recalls when consumer safety issues are present
