> Most three-wheel vehicles clearly meet the definition of a
motorcycle in United States code 49 CFR 371.3(b) and should be
requlated as motorcycles.

> Autocycle means a three-wheel motorcycle that has a steering
wheel and seating that does not require the operator to straddle
or sit astride it.

> A reqular passenger car license should be required to operate an
autocycle, and the operator of three-wheel motoreycle should
continue to have a motorcycle endorsement or license.

> Plate size should be the standard seven (7) inches in horizontal
length and four (4) inches in vertical height.
