| am writing on behalf of Cypress Creek Renewables, a developer of commercial-scale solar PV
facilities in Oregon, to express strong support for the “Renewable Direct Access” legislation
proposed by the Northwest & Intermountain Power Producers Coalition (NIPPC). SB 979
permits nonresidential customers to leave their utility’s cost of service power and buy green
energy directly from the market.
