Otherwise it does not seem
reasonable to have more rural residential homes on on lot, especially if there is limited groundwater or

septic system land for such.

| also do not think we should waste valuable resource lands that will be needed far into the future for
growing food or trees, with more houses.

Affordable housing should provide for as many people as possible within city limits, where services and
jobs can be reached either easily by car, or public transportation, and sewer and city water are available.
