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Measure Description:
Directs Department of Education to award grants to school districts for support service programs,
education innovation programs and education intervention programs.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
Chief Education Office, Department of Education, School Districts

Analysis:

This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the Senate Committee
on Education to the Senate Committee on Rules. The bill establishes a grant program for support
service programs, education innovation programs, and education intervention programs in school
districts. The Oregon Department of Education is authorized to spend up to $300 million from the State
School Fund each biennium for these grants. The bill requires a minimum of $100,000 each biennium to
be distributed to school districts that have a weighted average daily membership of fewer than 250
students. There is a fiscal impact associated with this bill; the amount of this impact is still being
determined. A more complete fiscal analysis on the bill will be prepared as the measure is considered in
the Senate Committee on Rules.
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
