I am the Human Resource Manager for Meggitt Polymers & Composites in Yamhill County,
Oregon. My manufacturing company employs approximately 340 people. | am writing in
support of SB 984, legislation that ensures a fair method for calculating overtime in Oregon.

As you know, the Bureau of Labor and Industries advised employers to pay employees overtime
on both an hourly and weekly basis. This creates an incentive for employers not to offer
overtime because it is too expensive for them. Businesses must make a profit to continue
providing their services and manufacturing their products—the interpretation by the Bureau
seriously impacts the profitability of Oregon businesses.
