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WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:

Creates crime of unlawful use of a global positioning system device. Punishes as Class A misdemeanor or, if
defendant has certain stalking-related previous convictions or is subject to restraining order, punishes as Class C
felony.

REVENUE: May have revenue impact, but no statement yet issued

-1 Provides defense to police officer who affixes global positioning system device pursuant to warrant or court order.
