BACKGROUND:
ORS 137.179 currently provides a presumptive sentence of life imprisonment without the possibility of parole for
defendant sentenced for any felony sex crime if, at the time the crime is committed, the defendant has two prior
convictions for any felony sex crime. In addition, ORS 137.700 provides mandatory minimum sentences for persons
convicted of a number of crimes, including rape in the first degree, sodomy in the first degree or unlawful sexual
penetration in the first degree.
