Exempts, under specified conditions, for-profit or nonprofit business entity from requirement that
licensed physicians hold majority of voting stock in professional corporation organized for purpose of
practicing medicine or be majority of directors of professional corporation.

Oregon Judicial Department (OJD), Secretary of State (SOS)

Analysis:
The proposed legislation has been determined to have
