Reduces crime of possession of gambling records in second degree to Class B misdemeanor.

-1  Replaces the measure. Modifies crime of unauthorized use of vehicle. Requires conduct occur knowingly, without
consent of owner and with slight corroborative evidence of absence of owner's consent. Defines "slight corroborative
evidence." Maintains elements relating to knowingly riding in another's vehicle, without owner's consent.
