Directs the departments to research, study and compile data regarding processes, requirements and fees imposed by
state agencies on Oregon businesses and persons engaged in occupations. Requires report to Legislative Assembly by
September 15, 2018. Sunsets December 31, 2018. Declares emergency, effective on passage.
