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Next Steps & s

1) Reengagement
» School districts should be directed and incentivized to reengage out-of-school
youth.

2) Funding
»K-12 Funding must follow reengaged students (up to age 21) to high school
completion programs best suited to their needs.

3) Accountabllity
»Accountability systems must remove disincentives for re-enrolling out-of-
school youth and recognize the success of programs serving youth beyond the 4-
and 5-year graduation window.
