EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:

BACKGROUND:
The Oregon Fish and Wildlife Commission requires youth under 18 years old to successfully complete an approved
course on the safe handling of hunting weapons to be authorized to hunt wildlife. An alternative to completing the
course is available for youth aged nine to 14 years, requiring them to take part in a youth hunter mentoring program
and supervised hunt.

House Bill 2566A would increase the age limit for youth participating in the hunter mentoring program through the
Oregon Fish and Wildlife Department from 14 years of age to 16 years of age.
