Application Review

Pre-review
« Business Oregon staff and consultants review applications for eligibility and completeness
« If issues arise, Business Oregon works with the applicant to resolve

Final review
« The Seismic Grant Rehabilitation Advisory Committee thoroughly reviews all applications
before recipients are chosen.



Award Notification

Notification:
« Approved recipients are notified of award by letter,
« Pressrelease, and
« Posted on Business Oregon web site.

The Seismic Rehabilitation Grant Program is structured as a reimbursement program—applicants must
have signed contracts with the state before they can start receiving reimbursement.
