BACKGROUND:

The Oregon Affordable Housing Tax Credit (OAHTC) allows lending institutions to claim the OAHTC with respect to
the loans for construction or acquisition, and rehabilitation of multi-family rental housing development projects. The
full amount of savings from the tax credit is required to be passed on to tenants through reduced rents. In 2015,
Oregon Housing and Community Services adopted a new administrative rule allowing limited dollar amounts for
tenant-based vouchers.
