In regards to HB2004 PLEASE do not pass it. This is the wrong way to help tenants with affordable
housing. As a property manager | can foresee owners/landlords deciding to sell their properties or if they
keep them they will do very little maintenance to keep them habitable. PLEASE rethink this bill and let
landlords have the right to safeguard their investments.
