Please do not pass HB 2004A and keep the government out of our housing. Trying to pass rent control
regulation combined with limiting landlords ability to run their business as they see fit which is already in line
with federal and state fair housing requirements is not an effective way to help renters.

All this bill will accomplish will be limiting outside investment in housing because no one wants to deal with
increased regulation, reducing supply, and increasing rents.
