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6 CollegeBoard AP'

Advanced Placement Program® (APQ) courses prepare students for success in
postsecondary education and provide opportunities for them to earn college credit.
AP Exam scores range from 1-5, with scores of 3-5 correlating to college course
grades of C to A. Research shows that AP students who earn an exam score of 3 or
higher generally perform as well or better in subsequent course work as compared
to non-AP college students who completed the introductory course at a college or
university.

Given the consistent findings that students who earn minimum AP Exam scores of 3
demonstrate college success, the College Board recommends that colleges and
universities award credit for scores of 3 on any AP Exam.
