I	am	so	glad	that	this	is	not	
the	case	today	and	that	we	can	honor	and	recognize	those	who	served	in	the	
military	and	were	willing	to	pay	such	a	high	price	because	they	love	this	nation	
and	what	it	stands	for.	
	
I	appreciate	this	bill	especially	because	it	was	written	and	submitted	in	honor	of	
my	good	friend	Sandy	Raddue.	She	was	so	very	proud	of	our	military,	especially	
her	husband	Ty,	whom	she	called	her	hero,	for	his	bravery	in	combat.
