IMPACT ON SPECIALTY COURT BUDGET

2017-19 Criminal Justice Commission Specialty Court Competitive Grant Program

Federal Fund

• Revenue is 2017 and 2018 Edward Byrne JAG federal grant

• Uncertainty around State of Oregon receiving federal grant funds due to federal sanctuary policy

• Uncertainty entities that will be eligible for pass through funds due to sanctuary designations

• Assumes federal grant formula allocations will remain stable

Other Fund

• Revenue for specialty courts collected through asset forfeiture seizures.

• Revenue is projected and not guaranteed



IMPACT ON BYRNE JAG GRANT FUNDS

2017-19 Criminal Justice Commission Specialty Court Competitive Grant Program

$3 million Federal Fund Shift Obligates 2017 and 2018 grant awards to specialty 
court program entirely.

Eliminates Commission’s discretion to fund innovative criminal justice programs.

Eliminates Commission’s ability to continue to fund existing programs including:
