The braille system is comprised of signs formed by
combinations of 6 dots numbered in the following
arrangement: |

Letters are capitalized by adding a dot 6 in front of
them. Numbers are represented by adding a number sign,
comprised of dots 3, 4, 5, 6, to the first ten letters of the
allﬂlabet. Punctuation is formed in the lower part of the
cell.

Braille can also be used to write foreign languages,
music, and math, science, and computer notations.
