The attempt by the government to manipulate the market forces, and impose an artificial caps on rent
created a black market, caused certain landlords to seek out ways to evict tenants they would not
otherwise terminate, and forced many landlords to continue to do business with unsavory and arrogant
tenants.

While rent control does some good, the good is far outweighed by the bad. Please do not implement
rent control in Oregon.
