HB 2269  and the modest and necessary fee increases it imposes on stationary air
pollution source permittees, represents a critical step towards successful
implementation of the health-protective air toxics rules presently under development by
the Department of Environmental Quality's (DEQ) and Oregon Health Authority (OHA).
