Special Public Works Fund

The Governor’s Recommended Budget proposes to fund the Special Public Works Fund (SPWF) with
$50,794,349 from Lottery backed bond proceeds for the 2017-2019 biennium. The SPWF assists local
communities with financing necessary to address critical infrastructure needs necessary for economic and
community development. Of the $50,000,000 requested for SPWF, $10,000,000 is designated funding
that addresses the emerging need for levee inspection, repair, certification, and accreditation for the many
entity types that have levee ownership obligations.

SPWF

The SPWF is a revolving loan fund which provides funds for publically owned facilities that support
community and economic development in Oregon — primarily in rural communities. Additionally, the
SPWF provides state match for federally funded infrastructure programs, emergency aid associated with
Federal Emergency Management Administration (FEMA) declarations, and job creation/retention related
projects. The SPWF is overseen by the legislatively designated, governor appointed Infrastructure
Finance Authority (IFA) board.

For the current biennium, over $89 million has been awarded from the SPWF for 102 projects. Oregon
Business Development Department’s (OBDD) target annual award amount is $45 million. Over $16
million projects exist on the project pending list with more in development. Based on improved
economic conditions, as well as approximately 90 planning projects over the last three years, OBDD
expects to meet the target annual award. OBDD forecasts being able to meet its annual award target
through only 2019. Thus, severely limiting the ability of rural communities to access funding for crucial
infrastructure projects beyond 2019.

The SPWF has been an extremely valuable tool for rural Oregon communities with 89% of the current
biennium’s funding awarded to rural municipalities. Examples of SPWF funded projects includes
industrial lands readiness studies and infrastructure, water and wastewater facilities, airport and marine
port improvements, transportation facilities, firm business commitment funding, and emergency repair
assistance.

Levee
In the 2015 Legislative session the Oregon Legislature approved a $5,000,000 set-aside from the SPWF
for projects related to levee certification and accreditation by the Federal Emergency Management



Agency (FEMA). Areas protected by non-accredited levees are at risk of being mapped by the National
Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) as high-risk flood zones; resulting in mandatory flood insurance
requirements and the possibility of local jurisdictions imposing development restrictions.

In Oregon there are approximately 330 levee miles residing with 213 different authorities. Of these, the
US Army Corp of Engineers (USACE) has determined that 35% are in unacceptable condition and 43%
are minimally acceptable. Only 45 miles (13.5%) of levees within five communities are currently
accredited by FEMA. A Levee Ready Columbia survey conducted in 2015 determined an average cost of
$11 million per levee mile for rehabilitation to meet current federal levee safety standards. Levee Ready
Columbia is a consortium of public and private-sector dedicated to finding solutions for addressing levee
needs in the Portland area.

Regional Infrastructure Fund
The Governor’s budget further requests $11,000,000 to capitalize the Regional Infrastructure Fund (RIF).
The RIF is used exclusively for funding associated for Regional Solutions Team (RST) projects.

The RIF supports projects identified by the Governor’s Regional Solutions Advisory Committees.
Regional Solutions is an innovative, collaborative approach to community and economic development in
Oregon that promotes public-private partnerships. Interagency Regional Solutions Teams work
collaboratively to solve problems, streamline government, and identify resources from public, private, and
philanthropic partners. While RST projects do not always leverage RIF, Regional Solutions Advisory
Committees recommend funding certain projects through the RIF in order to catalyze additional
investment by partners. For the current biennium RIF/RST funded twenty-two projects with $11,586,200.

SUMMARY
SB 5530 authorizes the issuance of lottery backed bonds for investment in Oregon’s rural infrastructure
with the primary purposes of community development and expanding economic opportunities.
