v’ Caseloads are a major cost driver for OHA and are sensitive to
economic factors

Revenues
v’ Tobacco Tax revenues — history of ups and downs in forecasts
v Oregon State Hospital reimbursements from Medicare and
Medicaid based on the certification of hospital beds

Rate setting
v" Currently holding OHP fee-for-service rates constant, but may
need to increase to maintain access to services

Treatment costs
v’ Potential changes in hepatitis C treatment — new options may

impact budget if implemented for all known cases Oreon
