Summary of Revenue Changes

House Bill 2131 appropriates $318,044 General Fund to the Oregon State Police State Fire Marshal (SFM) for a full-time Training and

Development Specialist 2 position. The bill also provides a $600,000 Other Funds expenditure limitation funded with a one-time revenue
transfer from the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) to the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), to fund two limited
duration Natural Resource Specialist 4 positions. The ODOT funding comes from fees assessed to railroads on their gross annual operating

revenues.

Summary of Public Safety Subcommittee Action

Oregon State Police, State Fire Marshal

House Bill 2131 directs the State Fire Marshal to amend its existing coordinated response plan, for hazardous material emergency response, to
include the location of the response resources, owned by the railroad, for an oil or hazardous material spill or release. The bill also requires the
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SFM's to a coordinated response plan include implementation of a full-scale, multiagency, multijurisdictional and multidisciplinary oil or
hazardous material spill or release training exercise.

The bill amends definitions and requires a calculation of a worst-case spill number, which is a risk assessment number related to a spill of oil. It
also requires rail carriers to annually submit proof of financial responsibility to pay the cost to clean up a worst-case spill. It requires the SFM to
share the information with DEQ in order to administer provisions of law applying to high hazard train routes.

House Bill 2131 appropriates $318,044 General Fund to SFM for a permanent full-time Training and Development Specialist 2 position (0.75
FTE). The duties of the position will include training and exercise coordination with state and local response agencies, as well as outreach and
training efforts.

Department of Environmental Quality

House Bill 2131 directs DEQ to adopt standards for the preparation of contingency plans for high hazard train routes and mandates owners and
operators of a high hazard train route must submit an oil spill prevention and emergency response plan to DEQ. When DEQ receives a
contingency plan for a high hazard train route, it will provide a copy of the plan for review to the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife, the
State Fire Marshal and the Department of Land Conservation and Development and to any federally recognized Oregon Indian tribes owning
property that abuts or is travelled over by the high hazard train route covered by the contingency plan.

The bill establishes the High Hazard Train Route Qil Spill Prevention Fund, which is separate from the General Fund and continuously
appropriated to the department. The money is to be used to review contingency plans for high hazard train routes; to conduct training and
response exercises; to inspect and test equipment inventories and the ability to prevent and respond to oil release emergencies along high
hazard train routes; and, to develop, review and revise the parts of the oil spill response plan relating to sensitive areas along high hazard train
routes.

House Bill 2131 also provides a $600,000 Other Funds limitation funded with a one-time revenue transfer from ODOT to DEQ to fund two
limited duration Natural Resource Specialist 4 positions (1.75 FTE) to complete rulemaking, review plans and give feedback to railroad owners
and operators. DEQ will also need to define which inland areas are covered by the requirements of the bill.

Oregon Department of Transportation
House Bill 2131 directs ODOT to coordinate development of a single plan and procedure for the regulation of the transportation of hazardous
waste in cooperation with the SFM and DEQ.
