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The organizations eligible for the competitive grant portion of the Farm-to-School Program,
which provides funding for agriculture-based or garden-based educational activities, are
expanded to include education service districts, federally recognized Indian Tribes, schools
overseen by the Bureau of Indian Education, and soil and water conservation districts.

Recommended Changes

It is recommended to adopt the -A13 amendment which incorporates the changes made by
the -A11 amendment and changes the General Fund appropriation to $4.5 million in 2017-
19 biennium.
