The Western Meadowlark was chosen as Oregon’s official state bird in 1927 by Oregon’s school children. Nearly
80,000 children representing every county in the state voted and more than half voted for the Meadowlark. At the
time, Meadowlarks were among the most widespread and abundant birdsin Oregon and their mel odious song would
have been well known to children across the state.

Today, Meadowlarks are much less common, especialy west of the Cascades, due to loss of the grassland habitats
on which they depend. In fact many of Oregon’s grassland species are declining. The Meadowlarks status as
Oregon'’s official state bird should be reason to redouble our efforts to protect this bird and its habitat, not cast it
aside. Replacing it as Oregon’s officia state bird sends exactly the wrong message.

Also any effort to replace the official state bird (or any other state symbol) should be done in away that engages,
educates and inspires the public. | am disappointed that this change is being made without any effort at public
outreach or engagement at all. In fact a proposal to reengage Oregon’s school children by Audubon chapters across
the state was ignored. What kind of message does that send?

Birding is among the fastest growing recreationa activitiesin the United States and wildlife watchers spend
hundreds of millions of dollarsin Oregon every year. To make a decision like this completely within the confines of
the capital building without engaging birders at all is disappointing and counter-productive.

| respectfully urge you to vote NO on SCR 18. Even better, please vote NO and commit to providing funding in
future legislative sessions to restore grassland habitats so that all of Oregon’s children will continue to be able to
hear the melodious song of the Western Meadowlark.
