A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to motor vehicle titling; amending ORS 803.012.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 803.012 is amended to read:

803.012. (1) The Department of Transportation may adopt rules authoriz-

ing different forms of title and specifying the uses of the different forms. The

rules may include, but need not be limited to, rules authorizing and de-

scribing uses of electronic titles and certificates of title.

(2) Rules adopted under this section may require or allow different forms

of title for different purposes or for different persons.

(3) Rules adopted under this section may include fee structures that vary

for different forms of title but in no case may the department charge more

than the fees established for similar title transactions under ORS 803.090.

(4) Rules adopted under this section shall provide that a

manufacturer’s certificate of ownership or a manufacturer’s bill of

sale is valid evidence that a person owns a vehicle.
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
