WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Updates descriptions and allowed quantities of oxygenates in gasoline for sale at wholesale or retail in Oregon.
Authorizes state Department of Agriculture (ODA) to adopt rules requiring retail and non-retail gasoline dealers to
display specified information on fuel dispensing devices. Authorizes ODA to adopt rules and take other actions
necessary to implement measure prior to operative date of January 1, 2018. Declares emergency, effective upon
passage.
