ANSI A1192 — Traditional RV Definition

A Vehicle-type unit that is primarily designed as temporary living quarters for recreational, camping, or seasonal use; has its own
motive power or is mounted on or towed by another vehicle; is regulated by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration as a
vehicle or vehicle equipment; does not require a special highway us permit for operation on the highways; and can be easily
transported and set-up on a daily basis by an individual.

ANSI A1195 — Park Model RV

A single living unit that is primarily designed and completed on a single chassis, mounted on wheels, to provide temporary living
guarters for recreational, camping, or seasonal use, is certified by the manufacturer as complying with all applicable requirements of
ANSI A119.5; and :

a) Have a gross trailer area not exceeding 400 square feet in the set-up mode or;

b) If having a gross trailer area note exceeding 320 square feet in the set-up mode, has a width greater than 8.5 feet in the transport
mode.
