• Dyslexia	is	a	specific	learning	disability	that	is	
neurobiological	in	origin.	(IDA…	and	many	states)
• Early	identification,	assessment,	and	proper	
interventions/instruction	can	help	avoid	negative	outcomes.
• Early	screening	for	those	at	risk	for	dyslexia	is	a	good	starting	
point.
• Dyslexia	has	nothing	to	do	with	the	eyes



What	makes	a	good	screening	method?
• It	is	fast	and	easy
• Convenient	and	practical
• Takes	a	minimum	of	time	from	the	school,	no	manual	processing
• Clear	result	that’s	easy	to	understand

• It’s	objective
• Everyone	is	measured	the	same	way
• Results	can	be	aggregated	and	compared
• It’s	independent	of	the	reading	curriculum

• It’s	accurate
• It	identifies	the	right	children
• It’s	evidence-based
