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Children’s Health Insurance

Having health insurance means that children can
receive the care they need to develop and thrive.
Despite strides made toward ensuring kids are
covered, many remain without health insurance in
our state.

* In Multnomah County, more than 10% of the children
we serve in our School Based Health Centers, Dental
Clinics, and Primary Care Clinics are uninsured. That's
about 3,000 kids.

* In 2014, 18% of Oregonians of color lacked health
insurance compared to 8% of non-Hispanic whites (1).

* Access to health insurance reduces cost barriers for
families and helps kids access the care they need (2, 3).

lower student absenteeism and
improved attendance ().
Low-income children with health
insurance are more likely to
graduate from high school and
from college and have better
health as teenagers (5).
