Impact Explanation:  
DMV will discontinue skills testing prior to issuance of a three-wheel restricted motorcycle 
endorsement. Additionally, DMV will no longer maintain motorcycle skills test courses, and will 
discontinue training related to motorcycle skills testing.  
DMV will continue to administer the motorcycle knowledge test to applicants for a three-wheel restricted 
motorcycle endorsement, and they will be required to pass the test before the endorsement will be 
issued. 
This bill would eliminate the requirement that the application for a driver license, ID card, or permit 
indicate if the applicant has ever been previously issued a driver license or permit. DMV conducts 
electronic checks of its own records and other states’ records to make this determination. Elimination of 
this requirement creates an efficiency increase for DMV. 
This bill will result in ongoing expenditure savings due to a workload savings. Total savings in 2017-19 
are $176,748 (net savings after implementation costs).  
There are additional unknown savings associated with the elimination of the five motorcycle test 
courses and training for motorcycle skills test examiners in the five offices where the tests are given.
