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Measure Description:
Modifies annual salaries of judges of Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, Oregon Tax Court and circuit
courts.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
Judicial Department, Legislative Assembly

Analysis:
The measure modifies the annual salaries of judges on the Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, Oregon
Tax Court and circuit courts.

The measure would increase the annual salaries in 2018, 2019, and 2020 to the median salary levels for
the eleven western states. The estimated cost for the salary increases are $2,992,175 General Fund in
2017-19 and $8,228,482 General Fund in 2019-21.

This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Judiciary

Committee to the Joint Committee on Ways and Means. A more complete fiscal analysis of the measure
will be prepared as the bill is considered in the Joint Ways and Means Committee.
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
